CARE in Vietnam:

CARE in Vietnam is the representative of CARE International in Vietnam. CARE in Vietnam operates under the lead membership of CARE Australia. The laws and regulations of the Government of Vietnam apply to all staff, contractors and consultants.  Within CARE in Vietnam the Country Director has overall management authority as the representative of the lead member and of CARE International.

Project Background: 

CARE’s health and social program targets interventions with groups of people living in mostly urban settings who experience denial of realisation of multiple rights and live and work in unsafe environments, especially women. Sub-groups of this impact group include: people living with HIV (PLHIV), people who inject drugs (PWID), sexual minorities, sex workers and women migrating from rural to urban centres seeking employment. Activities focus on those with low or no income, low or no employment skills, poor living conditions, are unregistered or temporary residents and vulnerable to economic shocks. 

 Goals and Objectives 

This project activity will help to reduce stigma and discrimination for socially marginalised groups focusing on PLHIV, drug users, sex workers, MSM and women experiencing domestic violence, and reinforce the fulfilment of legal responsibilities amongst duty bearers. The activity is based on an empowerment approach- addressing the impact group’s agency and its support networks and aims to create a more enabling environment for people to live in dignity, free from discrimination and abuse. 

The activity contributes to an existing project being implemented by CARE in Can Tho province but will be designed to be more broadly useful for implementing partners in other areas of Vietnam.

Scope of Consultant’s Work:  

The consultant/s will research, design and produce legal rights IEC/BCC and provide linked training and awareness-raising sessions targeting four community groups and duty bearers in Can Tho. The resources must be directly linked to the recently published Learn about Your Rights Training Manual on HIV and the Law but will incorporate broader legal and administrative issues affecting the target populations beyond HIV/AIDS.

· Four awareness-raising and dialogue workshops

Communication Objectives

Community members and duty bearers will:

· Understand their rights and responsibilities under the current laws of Vietnam in relation to 

· Understand where to access key services, support and advice. 

· Be effective in communicating and negotiating key services and administrative systems to fully utilise their options and choices as they currently exist.

Proposed Activities:

1. Research key documents to identify legal obligations and responsibilities relevant to each of the groups above.

2. Coordinate and conduct meetings with CARE, VLA, UNDP and other organisations involved in HIV legal programs as needed to ensure full understanding.

3. Develop one IEC targeting community members and one IEC targeting duty bearers for each of the four groups listed above. 

4. Design and facilitate four one-day awareness-raising and dialogue workshops in Can Tho Province for each of the groups listed.

Expected Outputs:  

1. Work plan and schedule for this consultancy agreed by CARE.

2. Summary of key issues from the readings ( maximum 10 pages)

3. Summary of key issues from meetings with CARE, VLA, UNAIDS and other stakeholders in Hanoi and Can Tho (maximum 4 pages) 

4. Concept note for each of the IEC for consideration by CARE and project partners

5. First draft of each of the IEC for consideration by CARE

6. Report on consultation/focus groups for each draft IEC

7. Final draft IEC approved by the Can Tho DSEP and CARE VN

8. Printed hard copies (amount to be determined) for distribution.

9. Draft outline of provincial awareness raising and dialogue workshops approved by CARE

10. Final workshop schedule and materials.

11. Workshop reports (maximum 2 pages each)

2. Experience in the health and social sector in Vietnam.

3. Demonstrated experience in researching, analysing and communicating complex information via IEC/BCC.
