Terms of Reference
Gender review of Irish Aid Programme
1. Background

The current country strategy for Irish Aid in Vietnam (2011-2015) has its overall goal to support the implementation of the government of Vietnam’s 2011-2015 Socio-Economic Development Plan. The plan for country strategy aims to make a solid contribution to poverty reduction focussing on marginal populations and knowledge exchange.  It builds upon the experience and successes of Irish Aid since it started work in Vietnam. 
Irish Aid recognises that sustainable development is only attainable when the needs and interests of both men and women are fully recognised. Addressing gender inequality is about implementing the fundamental human right to equality. It is also essential to effective poverty reduction. The White Paper on Irish Aid states that we will promote gender equality throughout the programme.  
2. Objectives of the Assignment

The objectives of this consultancy are three-fold

(1) To provide an update of gender equality situation in Vietnam;

(2) To conduct a rapid review of gender mainstreaming in Irish Aid programme 

(3) To identify potential areas within the current CSP framework for gender mainstreaming in Irish Aid development programme.

3. Methodology:

The review should preferably use participatory approaches and there should be consultation with Irish Aid partners, including desk review of reports, questionnaire survey, meetings, consultative workshops etc.

Summary note of max 15 pages in draft, two weeks for comment from IA, then final draft

4. Scope of Work

The review paper is expected to contain following information:

Gender update

· Gender inequality in Vietnam: current status and update, and emerging issues (gender and poverty, gender in politics and participation, gender and ethnic minority)
· Current status – national level indicators, qualitative and quantitative measures (cite sources and years), disaggregated as far as possible
· Current enabling environment – legislative framework, champions in GoV or in non-state sector
Gender mainstreaming Review of Irish Aid programmes 
· Have women and men participated in the consultation process? How have the organisation ensured that women’s voices are heard?

· What the difference between men and women in the project in terms of: (i) access and control of resources such as land, credit, employment; (ii) decision-making and representation; (iii) access to services, especially health, education and agricultural extension (where appropriate)
· How has the intervention contributed to greater gender equality?

· Are there specific strategies for ensuring empowerment of women within intervention?

· Are indicators disaggregated by sex and/or are there gender specific indicators included in the log-frame/results framework, M&E?
Potential areas for gender mainstreaming our development programme

5. Budget and payment
